Please ensure your web host meets the application requirements. The lists of requirements are:

Web Server Requirements

e Operating System: Linux, Unix, or Windows

e Web Server: Apache

e Scripting Language: PHP 5.6 or above

e Apache mod_rewrite

o Multibyte string

e INTL extension

e PHP GD library

e Database: MySQL 5.5 or above (PDO driver enabled)

If you're unsure whether your server meets these requirements, simply ask your hosting provider.



Unzip the CMS PRO package into your local hard drive. If you don't have WinZip, you can download it
for free from http://winzip.com.

Using an FTP program (such as Filezilla, which is free, or a commercial package such as CuteFTP), login
to your web server and copy the CMS PRO files across into your base website directory. This directory is
commonly called 'public_html', '"html', 'www' or 'httpdocs'. If you're not sure what it is, your webhost
provider will be able to tell you.

WEB SERVER REQUIREMENTS

CMS PRO requires the following files/directories to have 'write' permissions set. If you're running on a
Linux or UNIX web host, you can use your FTP program and use the 'CHMOD' ('Change Mode') function
to grant writes permissions.

If your host is running Windows, you will need to contact your hosting provider about setting up write
permissions on these files/folders.

Folders, CHMOD these to755:

e /uploads/
e view/admin/cache /
e view/frontthemes/master/cache/

NOTE: ALTHOUGH IT SAYS 755, SOME WEBHOSTS MAY REQUIRE 775 OR 777 INSTEAD.

MYSQL DATABASE

CMS PRO makes use of a MySQL database to store your data. This database must be created before
you run the CMS PRO installation wizard. Your MySQL user account should also have full grant access to
that database.

You will need the database connection details during the setup wizard.



Setting up your database may differ with your webhost and what software they use for your web
hosting control panel. If you don’t know how ask your hosting provider.

SETUP WIZARD

CMS PRO includes a simple 3 step installation process. To start the setup wizard, navigate to the
directory that you uploaded CMS PRO, for example: http://www.example.com/.

The CMS PRO setup wizard will appear. Follow simple on screen instructions.



V5.0 is complete and full rewrite. Every single file is modified in order to support latest php, mysq|l
jQuery etc...

Due to those massive changes upgrade at this time is not possible for few reasons:

1. Passwords are now being hashed in users table, vs shal() older method. This adds security to user
accounts, and it is impossible to decrypt passwords even if someone can gain access to your
database.

2. Brand new framework is introduced (virtual routing) something similar to MVC pattern, except
model is not being used. Only controller and view.

3. New debugging console, which is a must for any developer trying to troubleshoot errors in PHP
environment. To enable console, open up /lib/config.ini.php file and set DEBUG to true.
4. New framework is faster more secure, and uses lot less memory and resources.

Make sure to set up a cronjob on /cron/cron.php. Run it every day using (wGet) just before midnight.
Cron job will automatically remove expired memberships Stripe recurring, email notifications etc...
